
A Description of 
Saint Michael's Memorial Garden 

 
St. Michael's Memorial Garden, located in the 
dignified surroundings of St. Michael's Church 
in Bristol, is an outdoor area reserved and 
consecrated for the in-ground burial of cremated 
remains of the deceased.  The Memorial Garden 
is also a place for meditation and private prayer.  
In the midst of the Memorial Garden stands the 
tower containing St. Michael's eighteen-bell 
carillon which is played twice each day, 
 
The Christian Faith and Cremation 
 
The Christian faith professes a belief in the 
resurrection of the body and eternal life. 
Cremation is a means of expediting the normal 
process by which the physical body returns to 
the dust of the earth from which it was made. St. 
Michael's Memorial Garden provides a 
dignified, accessible, and affordable place for 
Christian burial. 
 

Who is Eligible to Be Buried in 
St. Michael's Memorial Garden? 

 
�  Baptized or Confirmed Communicants of St. 

Michael's Church in Bristol who are 
communicants in good standing as defined by 
the Canons of the Episcopal Church and their 
spouses and children are eligible for 
interment. 
 

�  Persons who are not members of St. 
Michael's Church in Bristol who have family 
connections or other valid ties to St. 
Michael's may be eligible.
